The Mosque (Masjid)
An iconic 6-storey mosque (masjid) 
accommodating 2,500 worshippers. 
Equipped with versatile halls, 
parking for 150 cars, and segregated 
areas for both men and women. 

Weekly learning circles 
at the curriculum hub aim to elevate 
spiritual well-being, understand life’s 
purpose, and provide practical 
techniques for day-to-day living.
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Apartments
The living development offers a unique blend of vibrant city life 
and spiritual enrichment. This set of 12 two-bedroom apartments 
will provide stylish living spaces at affordable rents.
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Eco - Projects
Our eco-projects introduce dedicated 
green spaces, including a rooftop 
garden adjacent to the Mosque (Masjid) 
complex. This space allows for 
contemplation and reflection, as well 
as serving as a productive area for 
remote work. 

Our eco-projects promote 
sustainability with rainwater 
reservoirs and solar panel 
heating.
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Community Centre
The community centre serves as a 
platform for individuals from diverse 
backgrounds to connect and engage 
in open discussions that challenge 
conventional thinking and inspire 
personal growth. This includes, the 
elderly, the youth and those who have  
newly reverted to Islam. 

It provides social , educational , and 
recreational activities for the entire 
community, as well as facilities for  
charities, enterprises and local 
organisations and groups that need 
a base to operate from.

An open kitchen and foodbank will 
also be set-up, supporting people 
going through hardship.
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Lifelong Learning Centre

Our Education Centre is committed to 
empowering the upcoming generation 
of critical thinkers through education, 
cultivation of moral values and the 
fostering of social development in a  
safe and secure environment. In addition 
to Qur’anic Arabic, Mathematics, English, 
IT, and the Sciences - our curriculum  
includes an inclusive understanding of  
history: exploring the Islamic heritage 
and stories of the Prophets to illuminate 
our present. Our aim is to provide 

individuals with a solid foundation that 
will allow them to excel not only 
academically but also professionally.

Designed to accommodate a diverse 
group of learners, our facility provides 
a holistic educational experience.  
To ensure continued learning and 
enrichment, we will provide specialised 
programs for younger children as well 
as evening Madrassah classes.
